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Let’s Get Swapping!

organising a swap event or second-hand sale in your
school or nursery.

What can we reuse / repair / upcycle?

First, we need to think about what to include in our swap event. Ask pupils to think about things that they
use each day that could be reused, repaired or upcycled (when waste materials or unwanted products are
given a new life by re-purposing them)

Ask pupils to make a list of the things they have identified. This could include clothes, shoes, books, toys.

Tell pupils that they are going to host a swap event or second-hand sale and ask them to decide which of
the items on their list they would like to include in the event.

Organise a swap shop / second hand sale

Organise a swap event or second-hand sale for the items you identified. You can use our planner on page
2 (English) or page 3 (Gaelic) to help you.
Explain to pupils that when they ask for donations for their swap / second hand sale, donations will come in
three categories:
e Items in good condition should be swapped / sold as they are.
e Items with minor damage can be repaired and then sold.
o You could ask for community help with repairing items.
e Items with major damaged can be upcycled.
o Maybe do an upcycling project as part of your sale (have a look at the upcycling resource for
our P4-S2 lesson to help you plan your upcycling project)

Decide which of the three categories you can accept. Ask for donations of items in these categories.

Don'’t forget to plan for what you will do with any items that aren’t swapped / sold at the end of your event.

Advertise your event
Make a poster advertising your swap event.
Share your event on social media and in school newsletters.
