¢ Research the link between poor sanitation and the spread of disease. Look at countries where poor
sanitation has impacted on the health of its people.

e Test water quality in your local area —invite in Scottish water to explain how water companies in
Scotland ensure water quality.

e Pupils can create a model of an ecosystem of their choosing perhaps mountains, forests, wetlands
or lake lands and share their acquired knowledge about their particular ecosystem with their peers.
