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Beautiful Scotland Awards celebrate Fife successes

National awards ceremony recognises Fife’s environmental efforts

Community groups, local authorities and businesses from all across Scotland, gathered
in Dunfermline yesterday (Thursday 7 September) to celebrate the annual Beautiful

Scotland Awards, organised by environmental charity, Keep Scotland Beautiful.

The ceremony, hosted by Fife Council, recognised the work undertaken in communities
throughout Scotland to help deliver environmental improvements in their local area -

including the efforts of eight Fife groups.

The awards acknowledged the efforts of Cupar in Bloom which was presented with the
discretionary Community Horticulture Award for its floral bed educational project, and a

Gold medal certificate.

Three of the Fife groups also came away as overall category winners. Beautiful
Kilconquhar was named as the Wee Village category winner with a Gold medal
certificate, Growing Kirkcaldy the Small City category winner with a Gold, and Inverflora

the Small Town category winner winning a Silver Gilt.

The other Fife winners were:
e Dunfermline in Bloom - Silver
e Low Valleyfield Improvement Group - Silver
e Visit Falkland - Silver Gilt



The Beautiful Scotland competition, which is run in partnership with the Royal
Horticultural Society (RHS), brings communities together to help clean up and beautify
the places that matter to them - and recognises the efforts of volunteers across
Scotland as they work to enhance their own community.

Thirteen category winners, with 11 additional Discretionary Awards and the overall
Rosebowl Award, were presented at the ceremony. All entries were assessed against
the three core pillars of the Beautiful Scotland campaign - Horticultural Achievement;

Environmental Responsibility and Community Participation.

The event, which brought over 250 delegates from across Scotland together in
Dunfermline to receive their awards, saw Depute Provost of Fife, Councillor Julie Ford,

present 25 accolades - recognising the high number of entrants into the competition.
