Our beautiful village is set in the heart of Big Tree Country and has a population of 1,287. One
ancient tree, the Birnam Oak, stands on the banks ofthe Tayandi s cel ebr at ed
Macbeth. From the Wildlife Reserve at Loch of the Lowes, near Dunkeld, you may be lucky
enough to spot our breeding pair of Ospreys, feeding their three chicks (a webcam is in place to
watch their progress). T e | f o r d 6 spanb the Tdygjaning our two communities and the Path
Network covers over 44 miles. A walk to The Hermitage will provide views of impressive Douglas
firs and cascading waterfalls as well as the mirrored Folly knownas Os s i a n 0 Qur Gathédral
dates from 1318, the grounds of which are maintained by Historic Scotland. The Atholl Memorial
Fountain, erected in memory of His Grace the 6" Duke of Atholl, stands at The Cross in Dunkeld,
and looks onto the Duchess Anne Hall which hosts the annual Art Exhibition helping to raise
money for the upkeep of the cathedral. Our Community Archive is located in the centre of
Dunkeld and is run by volunteers. Birnam Arts Centre contains the Beatrix Potter Exhibition
and children often visit the adjoining garden to say hello to Mr Tod the Fox and his friends.
